The Physical Lessons from 9-11

A.
The Shock of a Land-Based Attack

-at 8:46 a.m., the time at which a hijacked jetliner crashed into the north tower. 

-at 9:03 a.m., the moment a second plane struck the south tower. 

-at 9:59 a.m. and 10:29 a.m., the precise times when each tower collapsed.
-2,749 people died at the trade center.

-American Airlines Flight 77 crashed into the Defense Department headquarters, killing 184 people.
-Flight 93 plowed into the field in Penn.; cell phone calls to and from the passengers caused many of them to attempt a heroic takeover of the hijackers.
